copious Annual General Meeting ( AGM ) minutes from its inauguration in 

1946. 

Due to minutes not being completed every year and due to space limitations 

the following history is by necessity condensed but it is focussed on main 

events and is a unique insight into the clubs organisation and success in chess 

competitions through the good and hard times of its existence. 

So with thanks to the hard working past and present club committees ( in 

particular each secretary who made this history possible ) and the members 

over the years that have so ably supported the club in all its endeavours I now 

commence our clubs history. 

Note: The old AGM minutes were hand written and in some cases ( names in 

particular ) are difficult to decipher so please accept my best attempts to make 

sense of sometimes scribbled notes! 

Also for each year,to spice things up, there will be important world chess news. 

1946 

Alekhine dies, Botvinnik wins the first international tournament ( Groningen )

The BSCC is formed ς details of the date, venue or members are not known but 

the first recorded AGM minutes of 1948 will give us a clue. 

1948 

Botvinnik convincingly wins the World Championship played in the Hague 

and Moscow. 

BSCC AGM venue Trinity Church Hall Annex, Friday 6 August 1948. 

In Attendance: B E Curtis ( Chair ), J Fatkin, E J Leyns Snr, Leyns Jnr, S H du Few, 

Greygoose. H BLewis, V A W Viles. 

Election of Officers for season 1948-49. J Fatkin ( Chair ), H B Lewis ( Vice-Chair 

), V A W Viles (Treasurer), E J Leyns (Secretary), H B Lewis ( Match Capt ). 

Other decisions: Elected to the committee are D Lipman and S H Du Few. 



The season should be in three periods, start dates  6 Aug- 1 Nov-1 Feb and

The club night will be changed from Wednesday to Friday. 

A tournament will be held to be completed by end of year with games played 

with clocks at 24 moves per hour. 

Offers of Presidency to go to Mr Dearline and vice-Presidency Mr D M Polly. 

Agreed that an advertisement be inserted in a prominent place in the local 

press giving details of the activities of the club and asking for new members. 

1949 

David Bronstein emerges as a new star. 

BSCC General Meeting 27 May 1949, venue club room. 

Agreed to meet during the summer months. 

Tournament to be held at 20 moves / hour. 

Finances ς the club has a balance of £6-00. 

1949  

BSCC AGM venue club room Trinity Church Hall Annex 14 September 1949. 

By a general vote by 7 to 5 the club night is changed from Friday to 

Wednesday. 

Present were B Curtis, D Lipman, E J Leyns, E Leyns (Jnr), J Fatkin, B E Curtis,  V 

Viles, H Lewis, Mjr Oliver, S Lipman, J Thomas. 

Officers elected were 

Chairman  J Fatkin; Vice-Chairman Mjr F Oliver; Match Capt. H C Lewis; 

Treasurer V A W Viles; Auditer J Thomas. 

Agreed to raise annual subscription to 10/6 ( Ten shillings and sixpence ). 

Notice board should be hung up in the club room. 

Enter Major and Minor teams into the Hertfordshire County League. 

Two club tournaments to be organised on the Swiss ( American System ) at 24 

moves per hour.

Wansted and Peterhouse College, Cambridge. 

1950 

Chess and Politics mix ς Bronstein edges out Boleslavsky in Candidates play-

off.The first post-war Olympiad takes place in Dubrovnik, but is blighted by a 

boycott by the USSR and the rest of the Eastern Bloc in view of a rift between 

Stalin and Tito. FIDE introduces Grandmaster and International Master titles. 

BSCC ( 5th ) AGM venue Trinity Church Hall Annex, 13 September 1950. 

Present are J Fatkin (Chairman), Mjr F Oliver, V Viles, E Leyns, E Leyns (Jnr), G 

Putnam, B Curtis, P Wright, A Horton, R Hubbard, R Bishop, D Broyden, Rev 

Horsey, D Llewellyn, W Snow and F Jacklin. 

The present Officers were re-elected on bloc except Capt HC Lewis and J 

Thomas both of whom have left the district. 

In their place are now E J Leyns ( Match Capt) and G Putnam ( Hon Auditer ). 

Agreed on a show of hands that Wednesday continues as club night. 

Treasurer report shows a balance of £15-0-8 and due to this satisfactory state 

of affairs the club subscription will remain at 10/6 per annum ( under 18 subs 

will be 1/- ) and with those wishing to do so adding some donation. 

The Secretary then stated that attendance on club nights was satisfactory but 

the tournaments were a failure as too many games were unplayed.

It was proposed that £1-4-0 be granted for publicity purposes to encourage 

more people to join the club. 

The Secretary stated he would attend to this matter in due course.

The Helsinki Olympiad is won by the USSR, playing in the Olympiad for the 

first time( but without Botvinnik the 20th USSR Championship winner ). Top 

overall scorer on board 1 is Miguel Najdorf. 

BSCC Committee Meeting venue Mr Viles House, 2 September 1952 

Present E J Leyns, V Viles, J Fatkin and B Curtis. 

Agreed to hold the AGM on 24th September. 

To advertise the AGM in local press under forthcoming events. 

Also decided to leave the match programme and club tournament details until 

the AGM. 

Subscriptions to be proposed at the AGM would be 10/6 for the winter 

sessions and still £1-1-0 for the whole year. 

1952 

BSCC (7th) AGM venue Trinity Church Hall Club Room, 24th Sept 1952, 8pm.

1 point for J Fatkin, R Hubbard. 

It was agreed that the club should purchase 2 more boards and another clock.

To encourage Chess in the locality it was decided to hold a Junior Knockout 

Tournament with 1st prize of two guineas and 2nd prize one guinea. 

Age on entry to be not over 15yrs by 31 December 1952. 

The secretary was asked to contact local schools to ascertain interest and 

stress that chess would be taught by our members on Wednesdays from 7pm 

to 9pm. 

It was also decided to change the club night from Wednesday to Friday and Mr 

Viles was asked to agree with Miss Glascourt the additional room rent. 

Fairchild Trophy winner is J Oliver. 

1953 

Smyslov triumphs at the Zurich Candidates.  

BSCC Committee Meeting venue Mr V Viles House 20th Janury 1953. 

Present are B Curtis (Chairman), V Viles, E Leyns, D Snow and P Wright. 

The Junior Knockout Tournament was the main item of discussion. 



Teams interested were from Sawbridgeworth Sec Modern, Harlow College,

Using the club room on Fridays for these matches was discussed. 

The Secretary thought if all went well the result should be known by middle of 

April. 

Next discussed was the response from Chess clubs about our request for

Cambridge Deaf and Dumb Club ς no reply. 

Marconi Club ς no reply. 

The Welfare Centre at Harlow replied there was no Chess Club in Harlow. 

( See reference to Harlow in the next AGM minutes ) 

(Editors Note: A Harlow Chess Association with separate Leagues for schools 

and industry chess clubs was successfully set up in 1974. 

In addition a Harlow team played in the Essex League. 

Main organisers were Mr Derek Keeble, Mr David Hobden, Mr Keith Guinness, 

Mr Martin Alvinand Mr Richard Joyce ). 

The draw was then made for the school Tournament and meeting closed. 

1953 

BSCC ( 7th ) AGM venue Trinity Church Hall, 24th September 1953. 

Present ( not recorded) 

Mr R Hubbard was elected Chairman. 

Mr V Jacklin was elected Vice-Chairman. 

The club tournaments were not well attended so unsuccessful so the prize 

money would be held over towards next years tournaments. 

Agreed that only one club tournament to be held next season. 

The Secretary said he would provide a cup for the club champion to be 

competed annually. 



It was agreed to enter a team in the Hertfordshire Puller Cup & Montagu 

Board. 

The secretary was requested to contact the following chess clubs, 

Dovercourt C.C. at the Gables Restaurant, Old Harlow. 

Newly formed Harlow C.C. and also Wansted & Woodford C.C.

Botvinnik hangs on in another drawn World Championship Match. 

The Amsterdam Olympiad is dominated by the USSR.

Present ( not recorded) 

The previous minutes were read and approved. 

It was decided to re-ŜƭŜŎǘ ǘƘŜ ŜȄƛǎǘƛƴƎ ƻŦŦƛŎŜǊǎ ΨŜƴ ōƭƻŎΩΦ 

The Hon Treasurer, V Viles stated in his financial statement the club started 

last season with £15-14-9 and has currently £19-15-3. 

Competitions to enter were agreed as the Puller Cup & Montagu Jones Board 

of the County, friendly matches with Loughton C.C. and Wanstead C.C. and 

Harlow (New Town) C.C. if they could be arranged. 

Presentation of the Cup for the winner of the Club Handicap Tournament for 

the first time, was awarded to Mjr F Oliver with a score of 11.5 / 13. 

Second and third prizes went to H Gray and R Crosby. 

1954 

BSCC Extra Ordinary General Meeting, venue Reindeer Hotel, Potter Street,

To discuss the question of alternative accommodation for the club. 

The Secretary read a letter from the licensee of the Reindeer Hotel that stated 

the lounge could be rented on a half yearly or yearly tenancy on Wednesday 

evenings for 7/6 per night. 

The meeting agreed that the new accommodation was a vast improvement on 

the former premises and should be accepted forthwith and that the Hon 

Treasurer should make the necessary payment of the rent until the end of 

September. 

It was agreed the present club subscription should stay the same. 

A small summer tournament was agreed upon and the committee asked if a 

top ranking chess master could give a simultaneous display at the club during 

the summer season. 

1955 

Bronstein wins the Gothenburg Interzonal. Spassky wins the World Junior 

Championship. 

BSCC ( 9th ) AGM venue Reindeer Hotel, 28th September 1955, 8pm. 

Present are R Hubbard (Chairman), V Jacklin ( Vice-Chair), V Viles (Treasurer), E 

Leyns (Secretary), P Beale, A Broyden, F Bryan Brown, J Buckle, R Crosby, H 

Doble, E Forth, H Gray, Dr Hewitt, E Leyns (Jnr), Mjr Oliver, D Snow and P 

Wright. 

Previous minutes read and approved. 

The secretary has no reply from Harlow C.C. ( Mr Seaman ) regarding a match. 

The Treasurer stated we started last season with a balance of £19-5-3 and 

closed with a balance of £19-11-6. 

Subscription will stay at £1-1-0 but members under 18 now pay 10/6 per 

annum, with students paying 2/6 per annum. 

Dr Hewitt proposed a box be made available at club meetings into which odd 

sums of change could be donated, it was approved. 

Dr Hewitt was proposed for Chairman and this was carried unanimously. 

D Snow was elected as Vice Chairman. 



R  Hubbard elected as Treasurer ( V Viles retired this position ) 

Eric Leyns elected as Match Captain. 

Hon Auditor P Wright re-elected. 

Hon Secretary E Leyns re-elected. 

The secretary was asked to arrange a simultaneous display with a top ranking 

master. 

The newly elected Match Captain suggested that due to the greater number of 

members it would be advisable to have the club Tournament using the Swiss 

system with the Cup going to the highest score. 

The second prize would be awarded after adding the club handicap points. 

R Hubbard and R Crosby were asked to form a tournament committee with the 

match Captain to settle the pairing and handicap points. 

Dr Hewitt now presented competition winner prizes to the following, 

R Hubbard Cup & Club Champion. 

D Snow second prize.( 15/- ) 

E Forth third prize ( 10/- ) 

Meeting now closed with a vote of thanks to the retiring treasurer V Viles.

The treasurer stated the season started with a balance of £19-11-6 and 

finished with £26-10-0 which all agreed was a very satisfactory state of affairs! 



The secretary in his statement said that owing to a major re-arrangement of 

the Hertfordshire County Clubs, our club would have a bigger match 

programme. 

As for the Puller Cup all major clubs would be playing each other instead of the 

county being divided in Eastern and Western sections. 

Furthermore MJB (St Albans) and Barnet are now included. 

In view of this increased programme he suggested that further additional

This was agreed.

The club championship was won by J Sillar but unfortunately he was leaving 

the club. 

Runner up was Eric Leyns 

The handicap section was won by V Jacklin with J Sillar runner up. 

16 members took part. 

For the next club tournament it was proposed to be organised in a Swiss 

system with seven rounds, and also a handicap tournament within the same 

tournament. 

It was agreed to purchase an extra clock. 

Meeting now closed. 

1957 

Smyslov is the new World Champion. Tal and Fischer win their first national 

championships. 

BSCC Extra Ordinary Meeting ( no venue stated ) 15th May 1957 

Present ( not recorded ) 

Discussed was the type of tournament that should be played for the Ivory 

Chess Set presented to the club by Major Oliver. 

A complementary chess board was presented by the club. 



An American type tournament was proposed by Eric Leyns and seconded by J 

Buckle with a closing date of April 1958. 

This tournament would use the present club handicap system. 

Proposed by Mr Hubbard was an entrance fee of 2/6 of which 1/- would go to 

club funds, with 1/6 to go towards the runner up prize. ( Seconded by Mr Gray 

) 

It was also agreed the set would be won outright. 

The cash box was then opened and £5-6-1 was handed to the Treasurer ( R 

Hubbard). 

1957 

BSCC ( 11th ) AGM venue Reindeer Hotel, 25th September 1957 

Present Dr Hewitt ( Chairman ), R Hubbard ( Treasurer ), E Leyns (Secretary), 

Eric Leyns ( Tournament Secretary ), E Forth, Bryan Brown, H Gray, Mjr Oliver, 

Mr Duhle and R Crosby. 

Last AGM minutes read and approved. 

Treasurer report stated that the club had a satisfactory balance ( £25-11-1 ) to 

carry forward to next year. 

The Match Captain stated that due to petrol rationing in the Autumn of 1956

Mr Bryan Brown proposed all Officers be re-elected ΨŜƴ ōƭƻŎΩ ŀƴŘ ǘƘƛǎ ǿŀǎ 

carried unanimously the exception of Eric Leyns who could not continue as 

Tournament Secretary as he was soon to work in London. 

Mr Eric Forth was elected Tournament Secretary. 

Mr Wright retired as Hon Auditor and Mr Bryan Brown agreed to take this 

position. 

It was agreed that next yearΩs club championship would be reduced from a 9 

rounds to seven rounds. 



The secretary proposed a second tournament and Dr Hewitt promised to give a 

prize to the winner ς it would be called the Dr Hewitt Tournament. 

The Secretary agreed to place a club notice in the Public Library. 

The Chairman awarded the Cup to the new club champion Mjr Oliver. 

Mr E Forth proposed a match between club teenagers against a team of 

OldSloggers,this was agreed to be played during National Chess Week. 

Flear Trophy winner Mr E Leyns 

Fairchild Trophy winner Mr V Jones. 

1958 

Botvinnik retains the world title. Tal and Fischer achieve sensational results. 

Tal wins the 25th USSR Championship and the Portoroz Interzonal. 

Fisher (15yrs) wins a place in the Candidates, being the youngest 

Grandmaster to date ς this record will stand until 1991. 

BSCC ( 12th ) AGM venue Reindeer Hotel, 8th October 1958. 

Present R Hubbard (Treasurer), V Jacklin, F Bryan-Brown ( Hon Auditor ), H 

Gray, E Leyns (Secretary& Match Captain), R Jones, D Townley, E Forth ( 

Tournament Secretary ), Mjr Oliver and A Beckett. 

Apologies from Dr P Hewitt ( Chairman ), out of the Country, and Mr D Snow 

(Vice-Chairman). 

Ex Vice-Chairman Mr V Jacklin agreed to chair the AGM. 

Last AGM minutes read and agreed. 

The Secretary then read a letter from the B.C.F for entries in the National Club 

Championship and it was agreed a team would be entered. 

Mr R Hubbard then stated the current financial balance was £26-7-10, but 

warned that the subscriptions and donations did not in fact quite cover the 

rent. 

The club relied on club night donations to keep going. 

Internal competitions had helped in keeping club night attendance

Budget for year ahead 

It is already know that game fee will be increasing, with a further significant 

increase expected when the ECF income review is completed. We can expect 

our league expenses to increase by £20-30 next year, and at least that amount 

the year after. Expenditure of £50 on engravings was unusually low ς a more 



normal year would expect £100. It is unlikely that any further new equipment 

will be bought.  

Consequences of RBL Club funding problems 

The RBL club have now clearly realised the reason for their cash flow problems. 

Work is under way to rectify this, and I see no reason why the Club is not 

financially viable for the future, and should soon turn a profit.  

There are two areas where this can be expected to affect us. The first is in 

what we pay to the club for use of their facilities. We must expect that a more 

hard-nosed business attitude from RBL club will involve us being asked to 

contribute more than we currently do. The second area is the one-off donation
